George Gillespie, we have on
display the 1716 Old Kirk copy of
the Westminster Confession of
Faith, the declaration of faith and
practice part-written for the Presby-
terian Church by George Gillespie.

So important to Scottish Presbyteri-
ans was their form of church
worship and government in
troubled Covenanting times when
they had fought and in many
cases died for it, that in the Old
Kirk, elders at their ordination
were asked to sign their names in
this book as agreement to adhere
to its formulae. This practice was
followed from 1716 until the last

Good News : £31,500 for Old Kirk facilities

The good news arrived last week
from Creative Scotland that we
have been successful in our appli-
cation for a Small Capital Grant
to improve the facilities in the
Old Kirk for performers and audi-
ences at concerts, drama and
events.

This is Phase 1 of our refurbish-
ment plans, which were reported
on by architect Stephen Newsom
earlier this year.

We are delighted to be able with
this funding to improve the
Jfacilities in the historic Old Kirk for
the whole community, including
