The history of the Hunter
Trust begins in 1914 when
John Hunter, local farmer and
businessman, and elder of Kirk-
caldy Old Kirk, transferred this
property to the Hunter Trust,
naming as its first Trustees the
Minister, Session Clerk and 5
of the Old Kirk Session, who
were to be replaced when they
stood down by other members
of the Old Kirk Session. No
sale of the building was permit-
ted nor was any debt to be in-
curred.

The first clause of the Deed
bound the Trustees to provid-
ing a Christmas party for the
poor children of Kirkcaldy with
a new penny each and the Old
Kirk was to have free use of the

Halls.
